Capital Planning Updates:

The following activities are scheduled for FY 2022:

e Model School Program — Five responses were received on October 31, 2019 and evaluated by the
selection committee. Site visits occurred at two of the schools prior to school closures. The selection
committee reconvened in January 2021 to complete the evaluation of the two applicants resulting in the
approval of two new model schools at the February 11, 2021 Board of Directors meeting. Site visits for
the remaining three applicants are anticipated in August 2021. To allow for additional responses, the
Model School Request for Qualifications was re-advertised on February 24, 2021 and an informational
meeting was held on March 30, 2021. Eight responses were received on May 26, 2021 and evaluated by
the selection committee with site visits anticipated in August 2021. Approval of new Model School
designs is anticipated at the October 27, 2021 Board of Directors meeting.

e Forthe Accelerated Repair Program (“ARP”), the procurements for Owner’s Project Manager services
and Designer services are ongoing. The deadline for Owner’s Project Manager responses was March 24,
2021. The deadline for Designer responses was April 7, 2021. Results of the procurements will be
presented at the August 25, 2021 Board of Directors meeting. Selected consultants will be assigned
projects invited into the ARP in 2021, 2022, and 2023.

2021 SOl Process

The 2021 SOI submittal period opened on April 20, 2021. The deadline to file SOIs for consideration into the
Accelerated Repair Program (“ARP”), which is primarily for the replacement of roofs, windows/doors, and/or
boilers in an otherwise structurally sound facility was June 1, 2021. The MSBA received 60 ARP SOls for
consideration from 26 districts. The deadline to file SOIs for consideration into the Core Program, which is
primarily for projects beyond the scope of ARP, including extensive repairs, renovations, additions/renovations,
and new school construction, was June 25, 2021. The MSBA received 58 Core SOls for consideration from 47
districts.

The MSBA received 60 ARP SOls for consideration from 26 districts. The MSBA’s due diligence for the ARP will
include site visits for 29 of the qualifying schools from 16 districts in August 2021. Staff are pursuing invitations
to the 2021 ARP at the October 27, 2021 Board of Directors meeting. The MSBA received 58 Core Program SOls
for consideration. Staff are continuing with the due diligence process and anticipate further review
recommendations for senior study candidates at the September 22, 2021 Facilities Assessment Subcommittee
meeting and invitations into Eligibility Period at the December 2021 or March 2022 Board meeting.

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DESIGN DEVELOPMENT

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CONSTRUCTION

When a district with a Design-Bid-Build Construction project issues a Notice to Proceed, or when a Construction
Manager At-Risk project has received bids for the concrete foundation package, the project is advanced to the
Construction Phase. Currently, there are 60 projects in the Construction Phase with a total estimated
construction cost of $3.49 billion. Of those 60 projects, 27 are ARP Projects and 33 are Core Program Projects;
however, this does not include the 46 projects that have reached substantial completion and are currently in the
Building Complete Phase. The 33 Core Program Projects have a total estimated construction cost of $3.45 billion

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CLOSEOUT

After the district’s contractor finishes all project work including, demolishing the old building, completing site

work, and finalizing commissioning, the project proceeds to the Closeout Phase. Once all the project costs have
been paid by the District, the District submits its Final Request for Payment Reimbursement via the MSBA’s Pro-

Pay system. After the District submits all the items identified on the MSBA’s Index of Final Closeout, including
the Final Request for Payment Reimbursement, the MSBA initiates the Draft Audit Report and sends it to the
District for its consideration. The MSBA performs the final audit to determine final total grant amounts. Final
payment to the District requires the MSBA Board’s approval of the final Total Facilities Grant for the project.

Currently, there are 86 projects in the Closeout Phase including 66 ARP Projects and 20 Core Program Projects.

The project replaced the roof, thus extending the useful life of the 89-year-old building. The project reached Substantial Completion in
December 2018 and is scheduled to receive Final Audit Approval at the August 25, 2021 Board of Directors meeting.

Currently, there are 150 ARP projects in the MSBA'’s Eligibility Period and Capital Pipeline. Compared to the prior

Project Overview Report, the project total has decreased by the 26 projects approved for Final Audits in FY 2021.

Sitework activities include site enabling.

Sitework activities include utilities, drainage, retaining wall work and site grading. Building exterior activities include structural
steel and rebar. Building interior activities include slab on deck and slab on grade.

Sitework activities include planting of replacement trees. Building interior activities include shop floor
remediation/replacement work including floor sanding and polishing followed by application of sealer and finally safety lines.
